Can | keep data entered during development?

I am ready to move from development to production.

Yes, you can keep the existing data when moving from development status to production status.

1. Open the project and go to the ‘Project Set Up’ tab
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2. Along the bottom of the screen, select ‘Move project to production’

Move your project to production status

Move the project to production status so that real data may be collected. Once in production,
you will not be able to edit the project fields in real time anymore. However, you can make edits
in Draft Mode, which will be auto-approved or else might need to be approved by a REDCap
administrator before taking effect.
